. Teens will assist in the music at the fall and spring LIFE retreats. They will be
given the opportunity to rotate through times of praise and worship, but will
not be required to be involved in all the music throughout the retreat.

. In order to sing for the Mass, you must attend both the practice during the

week as well as the Sunday practice, unless getting advanced approval from
Kelly.

. Singing for LIFE nights will be on a rotating basis and will be based upon past
attendance at practices.

J Those involved leading music are allowed to also serve as a Lector within the
Mass, but no other ministries. If you are a Eucharistic Minister, contact Kelly
tfor personal exceptions.

. When leading music for Mass, all Youth Band members are required to be
dressed appropriately. This includes appropriate length skirts, tops that are
modest, and no jeans. Ask Kelly if you have any questions!

. Emails will be sent out regularly with reminders, updates and/or changes. You
will need to check your email at least a few times a week to stay informed. Not
checking your email is NOT an excuse.
